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I visited Main Street, Gunthorpe last week and thought the school signs were adequately located, they are clearly visible to approaching drivers and have been located so as not to obstruct the footway unduly. Whilst the southbound sign (travelling towards the river) is a few metres further away than the guidance suggests, it has been located before the bend to ensure that it is visible to approaching drivers. 

It is understood that theses signs were installed approximately 2 years ago. I have checked the accident history at this location and in the time period 1/1/2000 to 28/2/2010 there have been no reported injury accidents on Main Street between the caravan park and the A6097.
